· 1961 two LA neurosurgeons stopped epileptic seizures by cutting a patient’s corpus callosum (Vogel & Bogen)

· Result: seizures were eliminated and this split brain patient was quite normal

· BUT: the connections were severed in neural/hemisphere communication

· In 1967 Gazzaniga asked patients to stare at a dot as he flashed the word HE*ART on a screen (p.85)
